Situated in a newly developed section 
of the Bella Vista Waters area, this site 
was a blank canvas for Justin Dibble, 
director and principal designer of FLUID 
DESIGN, who designed the pool and 
garden to suit the site and lifestyle 
requirements of the owners.

The owners requested the swimming 
pool be designed for alongside the covered 
outdoor entertaining area, leaving enough 
lawn area for their young children to play on.

The swimming pool was designed to 

be the main feature of the backyard. With 
the pool being visible from all main living 
areas of the house, it needed to be both 
interesting and aesthetically pleasing.

The rear portion of the site was levelled 
to make the entire space fl ow seamlessly. 
This required the inclusion of high retaining 
walls along the pool’s side and the rear 
boundary. The poolside retaining wall was 
utilised to create a planter box along with 
three stainless-steel waterfalls, which pour 
over the stone-clad wall and into the water 

below. This added visual interest, movement 
and sound to the environment.

A small poolside lounge pavilion 
was also created to house a bathroom 
and outdoor shower for the ease and 
convenience of the owners and their 
guests. The pool is an integral part of 
the entertaining area, acting as a large 
and stunning water feature that is easily 
admired while enjoying outdoor dining and 
entertaining with family and friends.
